 Use these verbs to convey meaning in English by 

matching them to their appropriate picture.  

 Use these verbs in the infinitive with je peux... 

Chez Moi 
Say and write in French whether we live in a 

house or an apartment.  

 Say what room we have and do not have at 

home using the key structure chez moi il y a… 

and chez moi in n’y a pas de/d’…  

 Use the connective/conjunction et to link two 

sentences together 

Spr 1 Les Animaux 
In this unit the children will learn to:  

 Remember all the language from unit 1 

 Be introduced to ten animals in French 

 Match all the new French words to the 

appropriate picture 

 Remember the words for at least five 

animals in French unaided 

 Attempt to spell at least three animals 

correctly in French

 Listen attentively to a whole familiar fairy tale in 

French.  

 Remembering new language using picture, word 

and phrases cards.  

 Improve gist reading and gist listening skills.  

 Attempt to re-tell a familiar fairy tale in French 

using a mini book for support 

La Galette des Rois 

Les Jeux Olympiques 
 Understand the key facts of the ancient and 

modern Olympics recounted in French. 

 Learn 10 nouns and articles for common 

Olympic sports.  

 Explore the full present tense conjugation of the 

high frequency verb FAIRE.  

 Look at the adjectival changes involved when 

you describe a male Olympian or female 

Olympian. 

Le Weekend 
Tell the time in French using quarter past, half 

past and quarter to.  

 Say and write in French what we do at the 

weekend using two or more sentences.  

 Integrate conjunctions and opinions into 

written and spoken work to make more 

Spr 2 Les Fruits 
In this unit the children will learn to:  

 Name and recognise up to 10 fruits in 

French.  

 Attempt to spell some of these nouns  

 Ask somebody in French if they like a 

particular fruit.  

 Say what fruits they like and dislike. 

Le Carnaval 
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Quel temps fait-il? 
Repeat and recognise the vocabulary for weather 

in French.  

 Ask what the weather is like today. 

 Say what the weather is like today.  

 Create a French weather map.  

 Describe the weather in different regions of France 
using a weather map with symbols. 

Le Poisson d’avril 
Sum 1 
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Les Légumes 
In this unit the children will learn to:  

 Name and recognise up to 10 

vegetables in French.  

 Attempt to spell some of these nouns 

(including the correct article)  

 Learn simple vocabulary to facilitate a 

role play about buying vegetables from a 

market stall. 

 Say if they would like one kilo or a half 

kilo of a particular vegetable or selection 

of vegetables. 

Quelle est la date aujourd’hui?  
Recognise and recall the 12 months of the year in 

French.  

 Ask what the date is and say the date in French.  

 Ask somebody when their birthday is and say 

when their own birthday is in French. 

Les Vêtements 
Repeat and recognise the vocabulary for a 

variety of clothes in French.  

 Use the appropriate genders and articles for 

these clothes.  

 Use the verb PORTER in French with increasing 

confidence.  

 Say what they wear in different 

weather/situations.  

 Describe clothes - adjectival agreement.  

 Use the possessives with increased accuracy. 

Moi dans le Monde 
 Say and spell some of the different countries 

and the relative capital cities in the French-

speaking world and find them on a map.  

 Say and write about some key celebrations in 

the French speaking world and some of the 

differences in terms of geography and historical 

sites between Paris and Port-au-Prince.  

 Say and write something we do to help 

 

Sum 1 Petit Chaperon Rouge 
In this unit the children will learn to:  

 Sit and listen attentively to a familiar fairy 

tale (Little Red Riding Hood) in French.  
 Use picture and word cards to recognise 

and retain key vocabulary from the story. 
 Name and spell at least three parts of the 

body in French as seen in the story. 

En classe 
Recall from memory a selection of nouns and 

indefinite articles for common classroom objects.  

Learn how to use the negative in French.  

 Describe what we have and do not have in our 

pencil case.  

 Respond to simple classroom commands. 

La famille 
Remember the nouns for family members in French 

from memory.  
 Describe our own or a fictitious family in French by 

name, age, and relationship.  
 Count to 70 in French.  

 Understand possessive adjectives better in French 

(‘my’ form only)
